
Opening Ceremony of the Post Conflict Recovery Course 
 
On 5 November, 2018, the opening ceremony for the Post Conflict Recovery Course was 
held at the Peace Support Training Centre. This is the ninth course to be offered since the 
Government of Japan started supporting the Centre in 2014. This course is designed to 
provide participants with the necessary knowledge, skills and tools so as to foster post 
conflict recovery and development. The participants consist of 26 people from 9 countries 
including Ethiopia, Burundi, Kenya, Rwanda, Somalia, South Sudan, Sudan, Tanzania and 
Uganda. Furthermore, LTC Urakami from the Ministry of Defense in Japan will serve as an 
international instructor, and Ms. Takezawa from the Embassy of Japan will also serve as 
an instructor.  
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
